NOTE: Applicants who have been previously awarded the Jeff Oliphant Memorial Post-Professional Scholarship are not eligible to apply again

2. The supporting Licensed/Certified Athletic Trainer / Supervisor / Employer may submit no more than a total of two (2) letters of support for this scholarship

3. To have the application considered, the following five (5) sections must be completed and submitted electronically to the committee chair by the deadline:
SECTION I	The application to be completed and signed by the applicant
SECTION II	Applicant Essay must explain how the degree will advance the athletic training profession.  Applicants can use examples from their athletic training background, experience, philosophy, and goals in support of your application.
SECTION III	Letter of support should be completed and signed by a Licensed/Certified Athletic Trainer or employer who is either from the applicant's graduate school or is a colleague of the applicant in support of this applicant. The letter of support should focus on the following information:
· Applicant’s initiative, leadership and communication skills, and dedication to the athletic training profession.
· In the signature portion of the letter of support please include the following:

SECTION IV	Official graduate Embossed Transcripts must accompany the scholarship application
Transcripts to be electronically submitted from the institution to committee chair
SECTION V	Institutional Endorsement to be completed and signed by the dean of the college or the department head responsible for the applicant’s academic program

5. The applicant is responsible for requesting official graduate transcripts from institution to be sent electronically to committee chair. (Section IV)

6. The supporting Licensed/Certified Athletic Trainer / Supervisor / Colleague is responsible for electronically submitting the letter of support. (Section III).

7. The dean of the college or department head is responsible for submitting the institutional endorsement forms to the committee chair (Section V).
