3. Applicant cannot be enrolled in FIRST YEAR of a graduate level athletic training program at a college or university in Wisconsin

4. Performed with distinction as a member of the professional athletic training program

5. Conduct themselves in a manner which had brought credit to themselves, their institution, intercollegiate athletics, and the ideals and objectives of American higher education

NOTE: Applicants who have been awarded the Mueller Professional Scholarship, are not eligible to apply again

MUELLER PROFESSIONAL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Meets the criteria listed above for the scholarship.

2. The supporting Licensed/Certified Athletic Trainer/Supervisor may submit no more than a total of two (2) letters of support, regardless of scholarship category.

Section I	The application to be completed and signed by the applicant
Section II	Student Essay (500-800 words) should include the following information: 
a. What areas of athletic training are you passionate about?
b. How have you contributed to the athletic training community in your university or surrounding area?

[bookmark: _Hlk181188100]NOTE: Transcript must be submitted electronically from institution to committee chair
Section IV	Evaluation form (separate document) to be completed and signed by the supporting Licensed/Certified Athletic Trainer/Supervisor with one letter of support including the following information:
a. Student’s strengths and weaknesses.
b. Degree of expertise the applicant has attained in Athletic Training
c. Any additional comments you would like to share
